	LI- To create a setting for an exciting fantasy story
	Introduction

Ask a child to read out the LI and underline the key words, clarify any vocabulary the chdn don’t understand.

In pairs discuss settings they have read in books or seen in movies i.e.

Hogwarts, Chocolate Factory, Middle Earth etc

Ask chdn for their suggestions and make a note on the board.

QS- Why are these settings so effective and important?

Ask chdn what are the 5 parts of a story:

· Intro

· Buildup

· Problem/conflict

· Resolution

· Ending

Inform chdn they will watch buildup to a story and they are going to create a setting where they think a problem/conflict could take place.

Look back at the list of setting on the board and describe those settings e.g Hogwarts- statues, corridors, moving staircases

Narnia- forest, ice palace, castles etc

Main Activity

Show the Morris Lessmore film and pause the film when the house is taken into the tornado- ask chdn to close their eyes, head down etc and think about where the house and Morris Lessmore will end up.
Using the paper in the middle of their table they will draw their setting, thinking carefully about details in their setting.

Stop chdn and using a drawing you have made model coming up with WOW word and adjectives to make the setting come alive.
Chdn to do this for their work for at least 3 minutes-.

Structure- Magpie-  chdn to walk around and share their ideas with each other then add to their own descriptions.

Plenary

Chdn to come up to the front to share their ideas and fellow pupils offer ideas to improve their work.


	Listen to teacher and read and discuss vocab used.

Suggest settings.

Tell teacher parts of a story.

Watch film and offer contributions to class discussion.

Draw the setting.

Add details and adjectives to describe the setting- Magpie other people’s ideas too.

Share work with class and offer suggestions for improvement.
